From around the globe 
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For this month’s Member Spotlight we travel to the “Show Me” state of 
Missouri, USA.  In this Midwest US location we meet Patty and Michael 
Reid of “Monet Standard Poodles.”   
 

Regarding her area Patty explained…… “My husband and I live in the 
hills of Southeast Missouri, approximately two hours south of St Louis.  
We live so far off the beaten track we just tell people we live in Bollinger 
County.  We live within the Mark Twain National Forest on 43 acres and 
love the rolling hills and hardwood forests of MO, both of which are on 
our property.  Until the last few years, we rode our Tennessee Walking 
horses through the National Forest with our poodles traveling with us – a 
great way to spend the day! Originally from Coeur d’Alene, Idaho, we 
moved to Missouri in 2000.  Michael and I have been married for 41 
years and have 2 married sons, with 2 grandsons and 2 granddaughters, 
ages 15-21.  Our oldest son followed us to Missouri, bringing his wife 
and their 3 children.  Our younger son still lives in the Northwest, in Spo-
kane, WA, with his wife and daughter.    
  

I am a part-time bookkeeper for a BMW Motorcycle dealership, and Michael is retired from the 
BNRR.  The three days I am away from home, he is with our dogs.   
 

I was raised with small dogs, mostly terriers.  As an adult, I preferred the larger breeds as we raised 
our sons.  The only time I have not had dogs was when my husband and I lived out of the country, 
serving as missionaries in Ecuador.  I’ve always had an interest in “working” with my dogs, train-
ing them in obedience, teaching them to be a part of our family, and well behaved dogs that would 
be welcome wherever they went. 
 

In the late 1980’s, my black lab, Sadie, died from old age.  I was dog-less for the first time in years, 
but I was not ready to fill the void left by Sadie’s death.  Our children were grown, so during this 
time I rode, showed and bred my horses.  I had Arabians, American Saddlebreds, and National 
Show Horses.  For those who do not recognize the NSH, it is a cross between an Arabian and Sad-
dlebred, maintaining a certain percentage of the Arabian.  The goal is to get the beauty of the Arab 
with the movement of a Saddlebred.  I promoted my NSH mare, “Hot Chocolate,” to the Top Ten 
in the Nationals, which had been my ultimate goal.  However, by the time I got there, I was not 
having fun and needed a change.  
 

From there I headed up the mountains of Idaho and Washington State.  I became an avid trail rider, 
going to places where there were no trails.  We would trailer our horses as far as we could and then 
pack in for miles.  We would sleep in pup tents, traversing mountain paths, encountering bear, 
moose and cougar, making me appreciate even more the value of a well-trained gaited horse.  One 
day we came across the beginning of a forest fire.  We raced down the mountain to find a phone to 
notify the Forest Service.  My Palomino gelding “Tecate Gold,” who I had trained, made me proud 
as we directed the fighters on the ground to the fire, helicopters flying low over our heads, dumping 
fire retardant.  
 

Still missing the companionship of a dog, I half-heartedly tried to find my first poodle in 1994, but 
never found the right one.  To be honest, I knew I was not ready to replace Sadie and put it on the 
back burner.  I also knew I needed the time to devote myself fully to the breed when the time was 
right. 
  

I found my first poodle in 2003.  He was a stunning, intelligent, and 
happy male from Sara Gessner at JC Pioneer Poodles, JC Pioneer 
Second To None, CGC, aka “Ace.”  When Sara explained the history 
of the Parti Poodle, I was shocked to know a dog like this existed.  
Even though I had spoken to several other Poodle breeders, Sara was 
the first person to have something positive to say about Parti’s.

I was not ready to join the controversy surrounding the “solid vs. parti” issue, as I had fought in the world of horses, getting the NSH 
recognized as a breed.  I just wanted to enjoy my dogs, free of controversy, and not let the show world take over my life again.  Even 
now, I don’t relish the idea of going into the show ring.  I admire those who do it so effortlessly.  Thank goodness for the UKC.  It is 
“user friendly” in all ways and helps those like me (surely I’m not the ONLY one?) to enjoy themselves, show off their dogs and 
spend time with friends, new and old. 
  

I knew when I looked for my first poodle I would want breeding rights.  Ace, a solid parti-factored male, left the door open for me to 
breed for both partis and solids.  As he was growing, Ace became my AKC titled obedience dog and demonstrated exceptional be-
havior as my “demo” dog during the obedience classes I instructed.  Ace earned his CD title in one week-end at his first show. 
 

Like so many of us, by this time I was struck by the well-known condition MPS, “Multiple Poodle Syndrome”.  So back to Sara I 
went and she provided me with a beautiful blue/white parti female puppy, J-C Pioneers Parti Whisper.  She was to be my foundation 
bitch & I was on my way!  “Twokee” has produced 4 UKC CH’s so far. 

 

 
 

Next I met Karen Sisco who allowed me to have a stunning silver/white parti male, Sisco’s Reigning Sultan 
At Monet.  He is the sire to the four CH’s Twokee has produced.   

 

I am a breeder, first and foremost.  My goal is to produce the best dogs I can, with health 
taking priority. This year I will produce solids and mismarks, seeking to increase the parti 
gene pool overall, and selfishly, in order to bring a bitch of my breeding back to my own 
stud dog, CH Sisco’s Reigning Sultan At Monet, aka “Rajah.”  I do not want to “just” 
breed dogs; I have a clear goal and purpose: Monet Standards is committed to breeding 
healthy, beautiful works of art that are a pleasure to live with.   
 

One of the best things we can do as breeders is produce dogs worthy of the AKC ring, 
whether or not they are allowed to be shown now.  Color is not the primary reason for 
breedings, but we are seeing better and better parti colored poodles each year.  One day 
even the “purists” won’t be able to deny the parti poodles and will see past the markings.  It 
is a privilege to be a part of the process, no matter how long it will take.  
 

At Monet Standards, we have both Solid and Multi colored Standards. Our dogs do not live 
in kennels.  They are with us in our home, in our bed at night, traveling in the car with us 
whenever possible.  We are a united pack.  My dogs look to me as alpha, but my husband 
and I are a team; he is a constant support to me in my endeavors. 
  

One of the reasons I am a MCPCA club member is to learn as much as I can and I would like 
to be more active in the future.  I feel I offer a positive attitude, a friendly face and a helping 
hand.  I do assist with the newsletter, and enjoy working with everyone involved.  Another 
reason I joined MCPCA was for the simple reason how can we expect the acceptance of the 
parti poodle if we are not ready to be supportive of efforts made? We need a cohesive, uni-
fied group of professionally minded breeders/exhibitors to represent our beautiful dogs. That 
begins with club efforts and it is a privilege to be involved with the MCPCA.  How exciting 
to see a forum where the parti poodles receive recognition for what they are: a poodle with 

colors. No more, no less.  I do not believe we must all think alike and do the same things the same way at the 
same time to get along and support our dogs or each other.  If I thought that way I wouldn’t even look at a parti 
poodle and would “side” with the purists.  But with patience, professionalism and consideration shown to one and all, I believe in 
time we will take our parti poodles as far as they deserve.  
When asked about her goals  Patty explained…… “I would like to become a much better groomer.  I want to increase my knowledge 
of genetics and the different lines of poodles. I would also like to produce a CH parti factored dog winning in the AKC ring.  I am 
determined to continue to support, encourage and teach those who have Monet puppies in whatever way needed.   
 

In her free time, Patty said …”I enjoys reading or crocheting in the still of the night with my poodles all around me, lying at my feet, 
or next to me on the bed, or in my lap . . . anywhere close enough to touch.”  She enjoys her poodles. ... “companionship, their sense 
of humor, their devotion and their attitude.  Who else do you know that wakes up every day and thinks “Hmmm . . . How can I make 
her happy today?”

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The month of April is Pet First-Aid Month …..dedicated to helping dog owners prepare 
for emergency situations. 
 

Pet owners are urged to be prepared to handle emergency situations.  
 

Build a relationship with your pet’s veterinarian. Find out if the vet has an after-hour emergency service, 
and if not, who they recommend calling in case of an emergency. 
 

Pet owners should keep the following first-aid supplies on hand. (see page 6) 
 

Other suggested items to have available for quick reference -your pet's health record, medications, local and 
national poison control numbers, regular veterinary clinic hours and telephone numbers, and emergency 
clinic hours and telephone number. 
 

Here are some tips for dealing with common home health emergencies. They don't replace veterinary care 
but can help your pet get safely to the clinic.  
 

*Home Accidents  
Most accidents - for people and pets - happen at home. Pet poisoning is among the most common problems. 
Trash, certain foods, medications, soaps, detergents and cleansers should be kept secure and out of a pet's 
reach.  
 

*Outdoors  
Be sure to safely store antifreeze, gasoline, insecticides and herbicides in your garage or storage shed. If 
your pet ingests a toxic household substance, do not induce vomiting unless recommended by a veterinar-
ian. Grab your pet and the package it got into and get to the vet's office as quickly as possible. The product 
label will have critical information to help your vet determine treatment.  
 

Lawn and garden tools can be a source of injury. Dogs or cats are accidentally cut or hit with shovels, rakes 
or hoes. If your pet sustains one of these injuries, take the following steps:  
 

(1) Examine the wound, and stop the bleeding. Small, superficial wounds should be kept clean with running 
water or mild soap and water.  
(2) Antibiotic cream can be used, but watch that the pet doesn't ingest the medication. Don't use on small 
pocket pets or rabbits.  
(3) Apply direct pressure to deeper wounds and transport the animal to the veterinarian immediately.  
(4) Nonstick pads or an Ace bandage can serve as a pressure wrap when transporting your pet.  
(5) Deep puncture wounds should be kept clean and open if possible.  
 

Campfires and barbecues cause hundreds of dog and cat injuries each year.   If your pet sustains a small 
first-degree burn (red skin but no deep tissue damage), cool the area with water and watch for blistering. If 
the burned area is large or blisters develop, have your pet seen by the veterinarian immediately.  
 

Seasonal allergies can also lead to pet emergencies. We see an increase of allergies in pets that directly re-
late to the change in climate,  Contact allergies, flea dermatitis and ear problems are more common this time 
of year.  You may not think itchy skin and earaches are an emergency, but they can be painful and worsen if 
left untreated.  
 

*Cars 
Most pet owners take pets along for the ride. Although children are almost always safely strapped into car 
seats, pets rarely get the same safety measures.  An unrestrained pet can be the source of distractions.  
Crash testing shows a pet's weight is multiplied by 30 in a 30-mph crash. In other words, a 10-pound dog 
would generate 300 pounds of force in a 30- mph crash, enough to cause severe injury or death to the pet or 
others in the vehicle.  
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Even minor accidents can frighten pets into jumping from open doors or windows into traffic. For every-
one's safety, restrain pets while traveling. Smaller pets may ride in crates that can be secured to seats with 
safety belts. Pet-safety harness systems are available in various sizes and attach to a car's seatbelt system.  
 

If a pet is injured in a car accident and human injuries are the first priority, ask emergency medical profes-
sionals to contact a family member or friend to transport the animal to a veterinary hospital.  
 

*After-Hours Emergencies  
When accidents happen during weekdays, we can race to the vet. At night or on weekends, you will have to 
transport your pet to the nearest facility offering emergency services. Ask your family veterinarian where he 
or she refers after-hours emergency. Make note of the number and address and post it where any family 
member can locate it quickly. Map out the closest route to the location of the hospital. Also have on hand 
all other local veterinary office phone numbers.  
 

*Protect Yourself  
Injured pets are often confused and in pain and may bite or scratch a hand that helps.` Always approach a 
sick or injured animal slowly and cautiously. Watch the body expressions and sounds your pet makes to 
warn you. Even your own pet can be aggressive when in pain or frightened. Do not make quick, jerky or 
loud movements. They might further scare your pet. When necessary, use towels or blankets to subdue cats 
or small dogs.  Have someone help restrain the pet or apply a muzzle, if necessary.  
 
 

Making a First Aid Kit for Your Dog   
 

Since you never know when an accident will happen, keeping a pet emergency kit at your home is a good 
idea. A smaller kit could be used in the car. You can put a first aid kit together yourself and buy the items 
separately, or buy one ready-made. If you make one yourself, use a small plastic tub with a tight fitting lid 
to store the following items: 
 

 
Important Phone Numbers  
• Veterinary clinic phone number and directions to the clinic  
• Emergency clinic phone number and directions  
• Poison control center phone numbers  
 

Equipment and Supplies  
 

• Muzzle, or roll of gauze for making a muzzle  
• Magnifying glass  
• Scissors & Tweezers  
• Nail clippers and metal nail file  
• Styptic powder or sticks, Kwik Stop, or cornstarch  
• Penlight  
• Nylon slip leash  
• Eye dropper or oral syringe  
• Cotton swabs  
• Cotton balls  
• Clean towels - cloth and paper  
• Rectal thermometer  
• Lubricant such as mineral oil or KY Jelly (without spermicide)

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First aid kit cont’……... 
• Disposable gloves  
• Syringes of various sizes  
• Needle-nose pliers or hemostats 
• Grease-cutting dish soap  
• Bitter Apple or other product to discourage licking  
• Towel or blanket to use as a stretcher, another to keep your dog warm during transport (some pharmacies  

and camping outlets carry a thermal blanket)  
• Cold packs and heat packs (wrap in towel before using)  
• Stethoscope 
 

Bandaging Materials  
• Square gauze of various sizes - some sterile  
• Non-stick pads  
• First aid tape - both paper (easily comes off of skin) and adhesive types  
• Bandage rolls - gauze and Vetwrap  
• Band-Aids (for humans)  
 

 
 
Preparing a Pet Home Pharmacy 
 

Below is a list of medications and products that are good to have on hand. 
 

Medicines -Watch the expiration dates on any medication, and replace as needed. 

  
• Wound disinfectant such as Betadine or Nolvasan  
• Triple antibiotic ointment for skin  
• Antibiotic ophthalmic ointment for eyes, e.g., Terramycin  
• Eye wash solution  
• Sterile saline  
• Anti-diarrhea medicine such as Pet Pectate 
• Fleet enema-for constipation 
• Milk of magnesia–for constipation 
• Buffered or canine aspirin  
• Diphenhydramine (Benadryl) for allergic reactions  
• Cortisone spray or cream, such as Itch Stop  
• Ear cleaning solution  
• Hydrogen peroxide (used to make a dog vomit)  
• Activated charcoal to absorb ingested poisons (consult your veterinarian before using) 
• A and D ointment  
• Pepto Bismal for vomiting or stomach upset 
 

Nutritional Support  
• Rehydrating solution such as Gatorade or Pedialyte  
• Nutritional supplement such as Nutri-Cal, Vitacal, or Nutristat  
• High sugar source: Karo syrup  
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Be sure and keep this chart handy - add it to all your first aid kits, and 
put one in your car. 
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Pet Care Safety  
Poodle-Proofing Your Home 
Poodles (especially puppies) can be very curious. Here's how to keep your 
companion animal safe in your home. 

Kitchens/bathrooms 

• Use childproof latches to keep little paws from prying open cabinets  
• Place medications, cleaners, chemicals, and laundry supplies on high shelves  
• Keep trash cans covered or inside a latched cabinet  
• Check for and block any small spaces, nooks, or holes inside cabinets or behind washer/dryer 

units  
• Keep kitchen sponges and scrubbies out of reach, if ingested they can cause intestinal blockage 
 

• Keep foods out of reach (even if the food isn't harmful, the wrapper could be)  
• Keep the toilet lid closed to prevent drowning or drinking of harmful cleaning chemicals  

Living/family room 

• Place dangling wires from lamps, VCRs, televisions, stereos, and telephones out of reach  
• Put away children's toys and games  
• Put away knick-knacks that could be chewed up or swallowed.  
• Check all those places where your vacuum cleaner doesn't fit, but your puppy does, for dangerous 

items, like string  
• Move common house plants that may be poisonous out of reach. Don't forget hanging plants that 

can be reached by jumping  
• Make sure all heating/air vents have covers  
• Put away all sewing and craft notions, especially thread  

Garage 

• Move all chemicals to high shelves or behind secure doors  
• Clean all antifreeze from the floor and driveway, as one taste can be lethal to animals  
• Keep all sharp objects and tools out of reach  

Bedrooms 

• Keep laundry and shoes behind closed doors (drawstrings and buttons can cause major problems 
if swallowed)  

• Keep any medications, lotions, or cosmetics off accessible surfaces (like the bedside table)  
• Move electrical and phone wires out of reach of chewing  
• Don’t leave jewelry laying around atop dressers 
  

 
And look out for paws, noses, and tails when you shut doors behind you or scoot chairs. 
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Tips for Safe Boating with your Poodle 
 

Before heading out on the water this spring and summer with your poodle, be sure to take necessary steps to 
ensure that your pet's trip is a happy and safe one. 
 

• Identification Tag: Make sure your poodle has a collar with an identification tag. Include contact 
information, marina address and slip number. 

• Familiarization with the Boat: It is best to gradually introduce your poodle to your boat and the 
water. Let your him or her explore the boat while it is docked before going out on the water. Turn on 
the engine and let them get used to its sound, smell, and feel while the boat is docked. Then, take your 
poodle out on small cruises and gradually build up to longer cruises.  

• Safe & Easy Boat Access: Provide a ramp for your pet to get on and off the boat. This not only 
includes from the dock to the boat but also from the water to the boat. Pets weigh much more wet 
than dry and it can be very difficult to lift them back into your boat after a swim.  

• Floatation Device: A personal flotation device (a.k.a. life jacket) can also ensure safety while on the 
water. Not all poodles can swim. Even if your poodle is a good swimmer, falling overboard can put 
any animal into a panic. In addition, your pet could suffer from exhaustion or hypothermia. Many pets 
also fall into the water from the dock or while trying to get from the dock to the boat. Having your 
poodle equipped with a floatation device with a lifting handle makes retrieving your him or her much 
easier and safer. Help your pet get used to the PFD by first practicing at home for short periods of 
time. Start by putting the PFD on your poodle and let them walk around with it on. The next step is to 
let your poodle swim with it on for a short period. It's a new experience for your him or her so it's 
important for them to get used to it before the boat trip.  

• Proper Hydration & Staying Cool: Pets do not sweat, so keep an eye out for heavy panting or drool 
and a rapid heart beat. Protect your poodle from the heat by providing some shade on the boat, 
providing plenty of water and keeping the deck cool to protect paw pads. Bring along a travel water 
bowl and fresh water. It is critical to hydrate pets before they get into the water. Otherwise, they will 
drink the natural water and may get sick.  

• Going Potty: A big challenge of boating with your pet is making provisions so that they can go to the 
bathroom. Dogs are a big challenge. If your boat trip does not allow for regular land stops for your 
dog to do their business, then provisions must be made so that they can relieve themselves on the 
boat. A portable dog potty that simulates grass is an excellent solution.   

• Health Records: If your boating destination is a marina or place that you're not familiar with, be sure 
to bring along a copy of vaccination and health records. Some places may require proof of 
immunization before letting pets explore on land.  

Call Ahead: While most marinas and parks welcome pets, there are some that aren't pet-friendly. Be sure to 
call ahead before arriving on shore.

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Traveling with your poodle 
 
Spring and Summer is the time of year when some of us begin traveling away from home for vacations, to dog shows and other 
over the road activities.  Traveling safely with your dog can be serious business.  . Here’s how you can be prepared….. 
 

PLAN AHEAD 
Before you leave make sure you consider the option of leaving your poodle in a hometown kennel. Most dogs love being in a kennel; 
there’s lots of activity, they get special attention and in most cases consider a stay in the kennel like we would a stay at the beach. Visit 
the local kennel and see what goes on. Also there may be a Pet Sitter in your area who would tend your poodle in your own home. 
With a Pet Sitter you can even call home and tell your dog how much fun you’re having... oh, yes, and also how much you miss the 
them.  
  

KNOW YOUR POODLE 
Make sure you know how your poodle reacts to trips by taking a number of local short trips, then if you need to take an “all-dayer” 
you’ll have a good idea of what to expect. So, before you set off on that cross country trip be sure that you are confident that you can 
predict how your poodle will behave. 
 

COLLAR AND LEASHES 
 

The very first rule of traveling with your poodle is to have an ID tag or other means of identification securely affixed to the dog. Thou-
sands of dogs end up in shelters simply because the owners never dreamed the dog would get loose or become lost while on a trip. 
There are few disasters in a person’s life that are worse than having to drive off without a pet because every means of locating and re-
covery have failed.  Get an ID tag!  Here’s another safety tip… Bring two leashes. That way you’ll have a spare if you misplace one. 
Your dog MUST be on a leash whenever you are in unfamiliar surroundings. All it takes is a split second for a disaster to start its fate-
ful chain of events. There are hundreds of reasons why your dog has to be on a leash whenever you are not in your own back yard. 
 

FOOD AND WATER 
Bring along your dog’s own food and water from home and you will be better off.  Sudden changes in food and water can cause stom-
ach upsets and diarhea. 
 

MOTION SICKNESS 
Vomit happens. Sometimes even humans get carsick. Most dogs can overcome motion sickness through desensitizing them by using 
the same training trips as described above. Gradually accustom the dog to spending time in the car with the engine off, then with the 
engine on, then short trips, then the cross-country adventure. Prior to a trip be sure the dog has been fed at least three hours before you 
set off. You can also use anti-motion sickness medications to help settle the stomach and prevent the sometimes prolific drooling that 
occurs in a nauseous dog. Most medications are very safe antihistamines and many dogs eventually can travel without the aid of medi-
cal assistance. Ginger snap cookies are another helpful stomach soother and most dogs love them.  Just in case, bring a roll of paper 
towels. 
 

Note: Motion sickness or hyperactivity? Here’s the difference… dogs with motion sickness are generally quiet and even a little de-
pressed because they feel awful. They will drool all over the place, maybe even pass stool, and eventually start vomiting. Even with an 
empty stomach the vomiting reflex can be very strong.  
 

The dog that goes bonkers when in a vehicle demonstrates hyperactivity. These dogs aren’t sick! Salivating, panting, whining, jump-
ing from front seat to back, barking are common characteristics of the hyperactive canine traveler. If you must bring the hyperactive 
dog with you, riding the dog in a crate may reduce some of the stress of travel. 
 

TRAVEL CRATES 
Your dog, if happy and comfortable in a crate, will be safer and you will have the peace of mind knowing it is secure when you must 
leave your dog alone for short periods. If you do use a crate, be certain that the dog is totally accustomed to it well prior to the trip. 
Crates also come in handy when staying with friends or in overnight lodgings. 
 

REST AREAS 
Make your timetable consistent with occasional stops along a side road where your leashed dog can find relief. Some Rest Stations 
along the Interstates are not a particularly sanitary area for your dog. Not that you always have a choice but why not select an area that 
avoids conditions where dozens of dogs have already baptized the environment? And be sure to have some “Pooper Pick-Ups” with 
you so that in the event of an unexpected deposit in a public area, you can perform the courteous cleanup immediately.  
 

HAVE FUN!   
Your attention should always be on the traffic, not on the dog. If your poodle is an experienced traveler,  they usually will curl up next 
to you on the seat and catch up on some sleep. Do not ever allow them to go near the driver side steering wheel or floor where the 
brake and gas pedals are located. Don’t forget to bring along some fun toys and tasty treats. These will keep the dog contented for 
hours while you enjoy your trip. 
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Pet Travel Tips For Flying With Your Poodle….. 
 
Some of our Spring and Summer travel plans may include flying.  If you are planning on flying with your poodle  
take note of the following: 
  

• Does the airline you plan to use allow you to take your small dog in the cabin with you?  
• If that option isn't available to you, does the airline have any restrictions on transporting your pet below 

the cabin?  
• Does the airline have any special pet health and immunization requirements?  
• What are the airlines specifications and requirements for pet carriers? 
  

You can help ensure a safe flight for your poodle by following these tips:  
 

• Use direct flights.  
• Always travel on the same flight as your poodle. Ask the airline if you can watch your poodle being 

loaded and unloaded below the cabin.  
• When you board the plane, notify the captain and at least one flight attendant that your poodle is travel-

ing with you and whether your pet is with you or below the cabin. If the captain knows that pets are on 
board, he or she may take special precautions.   

• If traveling during the summer or winter months, choose flights that will accommodate the temperature 
extremes, particularly if your poodle is traveling below the cabin.  

• Fit your poodle with a collar that can't get caught in carrier doors. Affix two pieces of identification on 
the collar—a permanent ID with your name and home address and telephone number and a temporary 
travel ID with the address and telephone number where you or a contact person can be reached.  

• Affix a travel label to the carrier with your name, permanent address and telephone number, final desti-
nation, and where you or a contact person can be reached as soon as the flight arrives.  

• Make sure that your poodle's nails have been clipped to protect against their hooking in the carrier's door, 
holes, and other crevices.  

• Give your poodle at least a month before your flight to become familiar with the travel carrier. This will 
minimize his or her stress during travel.  

• Do not give your poodle tranquilizers unless they are prescribed by your veterinarian. Make sure your 
veterinarian understands that the prescription is for air travel.  

• Do not feed your poodle for four to six hours prior to air travel. Small amounts of water can be given be-
fore the trip. If possible, put ice cubes in the water tray attached to the inside of your pet's kennel. A full 
water bowl will only spill and cause discomfort.  

• Try not to fly with your poodle during busy travel times such as holidays and the summer. Your pet is 
more likely to undergo stress during hectic travel periods.  

• Carry a leash with you so that you may walk your poodle before check-in and after arrival. Do not place 
the leash inside the kennel or attach it to the outside of the kennel 

• When you arrive at your destination, open the carrier as soon as you are in a safe place and examine your 
poodle. If anything seems wrong, take your pet to a veterinarian immediately. Get the results of the ex-
amination in writing, including the date and time.

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Is Your Garden Poodle Friendly, Is Your Poodle Garden Friendly? 
    

Can you answer yes to the following? Is your landscape pet-friendly and safe? Are your 
plants selected for being able to withstand being peed on or walked upon? Is your dog 
respectful of the garden boundaries? Does your yard provide space for dog needs? If you 
can answer yes, then you probably have a dog-friendly landscape. If your answer is no 
then you have some additional work in store if your goal is to create a pet-friendly land-
scape.  
 

For gardeners with pets, one of the challenges is to create a garden space that you can 
enjoy and your dog won't destroy. Creating a dog friendly garden can be an easy task if 
you keep in mind your dog's habits, instincts and health. Know your dog, your dog’s 
breed, and watch your dog’s yard behavior. Dogs will do what’s natural and some will 
dig just for the fun of it, some will run a lot, some will try to escape. With a little planning, you can create a garden that you both 
love to be in together 
 

Step 1 Design your garden to meet your dog's needs, such as providing room to run and play and choosing plants that are not harm-
ful to dogs. This will help avoid injury to your dog and provide a space that you can both enjoy 
 

Step 2 Create paths made of mulch, wood planks or smooth flagstone. These materials will be easy on your dog's feet and will give 
him a designated pathway to use for walking and patrolling the garden. Try to incorporate the dog's natural route into these paths. 
  

Step 3 Make borders of driftwood or other materials to discourage your dog from entering planted areas. You can also use raised 
beds or small fences to discourage your pet.  
 

Step 4 Use dog friendly plants in your garden. The ASPCA has a list of plants on their Web site that are toxic to dogs and should 
be avoided. You should also try to avoid plants that are spiked or thorny as these can injure your dog. Choose plants that are soft, 
but sturdy since your dog will probably trod across them at some point.  
 

Step 5 Plant perennials in large, visible groups rather than as solitary plants. Dogs will often go around large groupings rather than 
through them. 
 

Step 6 Avoid toxic chemicals and fertilizers and opt for organic materials. You should 
make sure not to leave insecticide or pesticide bags or bottles laying around where the 
dog might get into them. These items can pose a greater threat to dogs than the same 
chemicals on the lawn or plants. 
 

Step 7 Train your dog not to dig or to stay out of certain areas of the garden. You can 
find suggestions on how to train your dog and can do this by contacting a professional 
dog trainer, reading dog training books or by searching online for the information. 
Choose the method that works best for your dog. You can also provide your dog with a 
garden space of his own to dig in.

Frozen fun for your poodle………...Help Your Doggie Beat the Heat 
 

Do you feel bad for your furry friend in the spring and summer heat.  I know some days I can barely stand the heat and I'm not cov-
ered (well not completely) in hair.  Hear are some cool suggestions. 
 

       �    Ice cubes placed in the water dish (which I'm sure you know to keep full at all times) is a great way to treat your pet 
       �   Another occupier is to mix 1 ½ cups of water with 1 can of chicken or beef broth (low fat or low sodium kind).  Pour the 

mixture into ice cube trays and freeze.  The broth ice cubes make great treats.  **Use caution with small puppies, as they 
may get a chill. 

       �   Frozen Banana Treats     (1 banana, 1/2 cup peanut butter, 1/4 cup wheat germ)  
Mash banana's and peanut butter, stir in wheat germ. Chill 1 hour. With wet hands, solid. Place in container, store in refrig-
erator or freezer. 
 

�   For Teething puppies: 
     To keep your puppy occupied during the teething stage, buy a few (cheap) washcloths.  Soak the washcloths in water and  

stick them in the freezer.  When frozen, remove one from the freezer and give to your puppy to chew on.  
 
**Use caution with small puppies, as they may get a chill and pieces of the washcloths if ingested could be a choking hazard. 
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P R A C T I C A L  P O O D L E  P O S T S C R I P T  
 

Spring and Summer Safety for your poodles…... 
 

Time to get out with the family (and likely a family pet or two) and enjoy recrea-
tional activities. The purpose of this article is to serve as a reminder of summer 
dangers for pets, so that all of the fun isn't spoiled by an unsuspected emergency 
or illness.  
 

�    Don’t leave your poodle unattended in a vehicle on hot days.  It only takes 
a few minutes, even with the windows down, for the vehicle to heat up. 

 

      �    Signs of heat stroke include (but are not limited to): body temperatures of 
104-110F degrees, excessive panting, dark or bright red tongue and gums, 
staggering, stupor, seizures, bloody diarrhea or vomiting, coma, death.  

 

�   If pavement or asphalt is too hot for you to walk barefoot on, chances are 
it is too hot for your poodle to walk on. 

 

      �   Jogging can be dangerous this time of year.  As the weather warms, hu-
mans alter the type and amount of clothing worn, and we sweat more. 
Dogs are still jogging in their winter coat (or a slightly lighter version) 
and can only cool themselves by panting and a small amount of sweating 
through the foot pads. Not enough! Many dogs, especially the 'athletes' 
will keep running, no matter what, to stay up with their owner. Change the 
routine to early morning or late evening to prevent heat stroke.  

       
      �   Housing. If they are kept outdoors, does your poodle have shade and fresh 

water access at all times?
