Have we thought what we would do with our poodfasur area were to experience
disaster conditions?

Disaster Preparedness ......

As there are so many different types of disasWfeswill generalize the things we may

need to consider. Food, water, waste disposatlibgdmedications and backup plan if

we are unable to get to our pets. Usually the recendation is for 3 days to a week of

supplies. These are a couple of websites you msly teiaccess to be better prepared.

If you evacuate your homBO NOT LEAVE YOUR PETS BEHIND!
Pets most likely cannot survive on their own; drayisome remote chance they do,
you may not be able to find them when you return.

Plan for Pet Disaster Needs

Identifying shelter. For public health reasons, ynamergency shelters cannot
accept pets. Find out which motels and hotelsératlea you plan to evacuate
to allow pets -- well in advance of needing theinef®e are also a number of
guides that list hotels/motels that permit pets emuld serve as a starting
point. Include your local animal shelter's numlmeyour list of emergency
numbers -- they might be able to provide informationcerning pets during a
disaster.

Take pet food, bottled water, medications, veteyimacords, cat litter/pan, can
opener, food dishes, first aid kit and other swggplvith you in case they're not
available later. While the sun is still shiningnea@er packing a "pet survival"
kit which could be easily deployed if disaster hits

Make sure identification tags are up to date acdredy fastened to your pet's
collar. If possible, attach the address and/or phmarmber of your evacuation
site. If your pet gets lost, his tag is his ticketne. Make sure you have a cur-
rent photo of your pet for identification purposes.

Make sure you have a secure pet carrier, leashraehs for your pet so that if
he panics, he can't escape.

During a Disaster

Bring your pets inside immediately.

Have newspapers on hand for sanitary purposes.tReethimals moist or
canned food so they will need less water to drink.

Animals have instincts about severe weather chasgesvill often isolate
themselves if they are afraid. Bringing them insdely can stop them from
running away. Never leave a pet outside or tiedugng a storm.

Separate dogs and cats. Even if your dogs andhoatslly get along, the
anxiety of an emergency situation can cause petsttorationally. Keep small
pets away from cats and dogs.
