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This month the Parti Line will conclude an article series explaining the cord-
ing process. Part Three concludes below..........

Questions and Answers with Karri of “Moondance poodles” and Heather of
“Janavon Poodles”.

Q. Winston’s coat is matting up nicely and | am splitting the matts up to nice
size pieces with my fingers, but sometimes | have to cut the matts into 2
pieces because they get too fat/big, is this ok to do this?

A. Definitely, yes. Really the splits between the
cords (matts!) should occur in their own natural
places on the skin. You know how unbrushed hair
naturally forms little clumps and peaks? Those are
the natural divisions between the cords, and will
form IN THE SAME PLACES on the skin every time
they are bathed or groomed away, even on a
brushed dog, or even on our own heads! Some
cords will end up thicker than others, and you will
probably also get some that are very thin and will
eventually break off. But when you have one that
is too thick, yes, 1 would cut it to form two more
manageably sized cords. Make the division at the
skin with a scissor-blade, lift away from the skin
until you reach resistance, and cut. If you divide _
too far away from the skin you will get some hairs Eﬁ; o -
crossing over and the division will never really be ~| Winston
satisfactory. You really need a mini-parting at the

roots so that all the hairs in each cord are growing from their own cord’s lit-
tle patch of skin and not crossing over from the other one. You should AL-
WAYS be able to see clear skin between every cord when grooming.

Q. After the matting is away from the skin, do | just let it go and monitor the
growth and make sure the hair does not tangle with a neighbor mat/start
cord?

A. Yes, this is where your grooming comes in. The more often you can
groom, the better and neater and more even the cords will result, and you
will minimize the amount of loose dead hair down the outsides of the cords.
Your grooming technique should consist of taking each ‘matt’ and splitting it
down to the skin from all its neighbors. The best way is to lay Winston on
his side, and start in at a shaven section, such as the face, or the rump, or
the feet, or the belly. Push all the cords away from you and off the skin. Pick
up the first cord with your fingers, and lay it towards you over the shaven
skin. Check that the roots have disentangled from all the other cords. Do the
same in turn for all the other cords, and you will, as when brushing, find
that a parting forms between the groomed and ungroomed parts that then
advances over the whole dog. It is very useful if you can learn from the
start to work with either hand, one to hold the cords back and the other to
draw the next cord forwards, as you will probably work from left to right on
one side of the dog and right to left on the other.

Q. Does the hair just start cording/curling and the tip stays matted or does
it stay like a matt the entire way down. I was looking closer at Lennie and
Tasha's pictures and the cords looks matted all the way down and yet some
look like a ringlet curl the whole way down.

A. Cords are matted all the way down apart from the last couple of inches next to the skin. They usually
have little bumps and knobbles at intervals along their length, because they consist of both outer hair and
undercoat. Since the outer hair grows more quickly it will form a little C-shapes every so often. This is fine
and as it should be.

What is to be avoided is loose dead top-coat hair down the outside of the cords. You can scissor this off
but it does leave the cord a bit bristly and makes it not sit quite so neatly against its neighbors. As | said
above, the key to avoiding this is frequent grooming, and ensuring that hairs do not cross between cords.
If any ARE crossing, now is the time to deal with them, as the cords will eventually reach the ground (yes
they willl) and the hair forming at present be cut off.

Another tip for avoiding that unsightly loose hair is not to rub too vigorously along the spine-parting when
caressing and petting your dog — though people always do when they make a fuss of Tasha!

Bathing also helps a lot to tighten the cords. You should groom right through under the dryer if you have
time. Get the skin dry, you will find that moisture naturally moves outwards down the cord and the dog
will stay dry under his coat, even if the cords are still wet at the ends.

Bathing and drying a fully-corded dog is a big job, | used to ‘dunk’ Lenny in quite deep water with quite a
lot of shampoo both in his coat and in the water, and roll him over as it was the only way to get him fully
wetted. The corded coat is very waterproof! After the first time, when | got wetter than he did, he trusted
me not to drown him, and was pretty relaxed about it... Rinsing is again quite a wet job!

Q. How did you stop yourself from not shaving your dogs and just go to a brush coat? As a groomer this
temptation is great. But | want so very badly to have Winston look like your fabulous Lennie.

(1 guessed | just answered that question for myself ::laughs::)

A. Yes | think you did!

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Giardia in Dogs

Giardia spp. are parasitic protozoans (single celled organisms) found in the intestines of many ani-
mals, including dogs. This microscopic parasite clings to the surface of the intestine or floats free in
the mucous lining the intestine. The prevalence of Giardia in dogs of Alberta is not known. However,
rates of 5 to 10 per cent have been suggested. This level is consistent with those reported in sur-
veys from the United States and many other countries.

Life cycle of Giardia

Giardia occurs in two forms:

« a motile feeding stage that lives in the intestine
< a non-motile cyst stage that passes in the feces

Encystment occurs as the parasite travels to the large intestine. The cysts are fairly resistant and
can survive for several months as long as sufficient moisture is provided. Mature cysts are usually
found in the feces of infected animals. Animals become infected by ingesting cysts. These cysts
break open in the intestine to release the motile feeding stage (trophozoite). Giardia increase their
numbers by each organism dividing in half repeatedly by a process called binary fission.

Species of Giardia

Species of Giardia are morphologically similar. It was customary to give each Giardia a different
name when it was found in a new host. For example, the Giardia in dogs was called Giardia canis,
in cattle, Giardia bovis, and so on. Today, scientists believe that few species occur, and each spe-
cies can infect more than one host. However, more research is needed on identifying each species
and determining the hosts they can infect.

How do dogs get Giardia ?

Giardia is transmitted from host to host by ingesting cysts in contaminated feed or drinking water.
Cysts may also be found in streams or other water sources. The trophozoite stage may also be in-
fective to dogs. This stage does not survive for very long after being voided in the feces. Therefore,
it probably does not contribute significantly to the transmission of Giardia.

Can people get Giardia from dogs?

Giardia can infect humans. The clinical signs are similar to those reported for dogs. We do not know
the significance companion animals serve as a source of infection for humans. Until it has been
proven otherwise, we should assume that Giardia can be transmitted from one animal to another
and from other animals to humans.

What harm does Giardia do to dogs?

The significance of Giardia in dogs is still not certain. Although Giardia has been reported from
dogs with diarrhea and dysentery, it has also been reported in apparently healthy dogs. Clinical
signs usually occur in dogs less than one year of age. But giardiasis may also occur in older dogs,
or in animals suffering from other diseases or those undergoing

chemotherapy.

How to know when a dog has Giardia

Clinical signs range from none in asymptomatic carriers, to mild recurring diarrhea consisting of soft,
light-colored stools to acute explosive diarrhea in severe cases. Other signs associated with giardi-
asis are weight loss, listlessness, mucus in the stool and anorexia. These signs are also associated
with other diseases of the intestinal tract and are not specific to giardiasis.

How to be sure a dog has Giardia

Diagnosis is confirmed by finding the cysts or motile stages in feces. A negative report does not rule
out Giardia. Because cysts are only passed periodically, several fecal examinations may be neces-
sary to diagnoses this parasite. At least three fecal samples, examined over a period of

seven to ten days, should be examined.

How to treat a dog for Giardia

There are two antiprotozoal drugs commonly recommended (metronidazole and quinacrine). Con-
tact your veterinarian for the drug of choice and treatment program. All infected animals should be
treated whether or not they show clinical signs.
