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During the month of December we travel to Virginia for a visit with MCPCA 
member, Judy Acker.  Judy and her husband currently live in Chesapeake, Vir-
ginia, which is in the Hampton Roads, Tidewater area of the state....the southeast 
corner. It is about 30 minutes to the Virginia Beach oceanfront, and about 3 ½ 
hours from the beautiful Shenandoah Valley and the Blue Ridge mountains. The 
nation's largest Naval Base (NOB) is located here in Norfolk. We are about 3 ½ 
hours from Washington DC. 
 

I chose the name “ECOLA” for my kennel name (it bears a close likeness to eco-
lai). When I started in Poodles, I lived in the Pacific Northwest, on the north Oregon 
Coast (the most beautiful place in my opinion) and we were close to a National Park 
that was named Ecola State Park. It is on the mountainside right on the ocean. We 
used to go up there often just to enjoy nature's beauty. The views down on the Pacific 
Ocean are remarkable. Until about a year ago I had a condo there that was used as a 
"vacation" home. That largest rock you see on the beach is called…. "Haystack" rock 
and you see it frequently on calendars, in pictures, etc. It is in  
Cannon Beach, OR. It was getting more difficult to get away, so I sold the condo. One 
day, when I am no longer showing dogs and can downsize to a couple of dogs, and a 
smaller place to live, I hope to go back there permanently. 
 

I was born in Indiana, and at the age of 14 our family moved to Ashland, Virginia where I received my degree from 
Randolph Macon College. During my working years, I have worked as a Foreign Language teacher, a translator for 
the Navy Dept, a Real Estate Appraiser and owner of a Dog Grooming shop.  I am now retired and loving it! 
 

Besides dogs, I had and showed horses nearly all of my life. It began when I was about 13 and living in VA. When I 
finished college and left home, my first purchase after my car, was my own horse! It was a Thoroughbred and I 
showed him in the Hunter division. When I moved to Oregon, I got into Quarter horses. I also had an Arabian who 
was Mr personality plus. After awhile, I decided I had to make a choice....there wasn't enough time to show both 
dogs and horses. 
 

I grew up in a family with dogs....my mother raised Cocker Spaniels. Over the years I 
had 1 German Shepherd (did obedience with her), English Springers (conformation and 
obedience) and Cocker Spaniels (conformation). In 1971 I moved to the Oregon Coast, 
where I lived for about 12 years. I still consider that the most beautiful place I have 
lived. That is where I opened my grooming shop and ran it for about 10 years. One day 
a couple who were vacationing on the coast brought in their Standard Poodle to be 
groomed. He was such a magnificent dog and such a gentleman. We just loved him. 
Then one day they asked us if we could keep him for them while they visited relatives. 
He lived with us for a few days, and we were smitten. Just HAD to have one of these 
marvelous dogs! Fortunately for me, at that time we were just 2 hours from Portland 
Oregon, where one of the breed's top breeders lived. Her name was Joy Tongue of 
“Acadia. “

Anyone who has been in the breed for 20 or more years will know that 
name. She had the top winning and producing dogs in the 70s and 80s. Joy 
was just that, a pure joy. She became my mentor. She showed me how to do 
show grooming, and how to show a standard....I had really only shown 
sporting dogs prior to this. My first Standard to finish was a white bitch that 
I got from Joy.....Ch Acadia Academy Award (“Kitty”), a daughter of the 
then top winning white Standard, Ch Acadia Command Performance 
(“Bart”). He was the first white standard poodle to ever go BIS at Westmin-
ster. “Kitty” was never bred......at the age of 2 she started seizing, so was 
spayed. I was devastated.  
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My next white standard bitch was line bred to “Bart”, but not so closely as “Kitty” was. I finished her completely 
owner handled. She was Ch Acadia Alexandrea (“Anna”) At the age of 3 I bred her to Joy's CH Acadia Blazermania 
of Dacun (“Phillip”) This dog was only bred twice in the states before he went to England to breeder/judge Wendy 
Streatfield. This was my first litter of Standard Poodles. I kept a male and Joy took a male also. I finished mine at 14 
mos of age. His name was Ch Ecola Intimidator of Acadia (“Alex”) and this dog became my soul mate, my heart 
dog. This dog could read my mind. I have not been as close to a dog since.  Joy's went on to get an all breed BIS! His 
name was Ch Acadia Ecola Aedryan. I was so thrilled and excited to have an all breed BIS in my very first litter. Of 
course I realized that this would not have happened without Joy Tongue.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
I owned, showed and finished several more Standards over the years, but did not breed very often.  

Their litters are large, and being 100% sure of the right home for each dog takes time.

My first exposure to UKC shows was about 5 years ago when 
I got an American Hairless Terrier which I could only show in 
UKC shows. She finished in 2 weekends, and was bred one 
time. CH Wudnshu All That Jazz ("Jazzy), and the pups are 
her first and only litter. But, these AHTs were just too rough n' 
tumble (after all, they ARE terriers) on my wimpy Cresteds, so 
I decided not to stay in that breed.  
 

I have found the UKC shows to be so much more laid back, 
smaller, and much more stress free than AKC shows, also less 
political and therefore more enjoyable. It was there that I saw a Parti Colored Standard Poodle. I had always admired 
them, thinking that they were striking and I loved the colors. However, since they are a big “no no” as far as PCA goes, 
and can't be shown in AKC breed shows, I never looked into them. And this was the first time I had actually seen one in 
person...before that, just pictures. I decided I wanted one, but knew I couldn't deal with the Standard size anymore, so I 
decided to try to find a parti toy that I could show. I love my Cresteds, but have always missed showing the poodles. 
 
I got my first Parti poodles about a year and a half ago, 2 litter sisters, one blk/wht and one brn/wht. They were supposed 
to be toy, but as  often happens, they went oversize. The blk/wht one is 12” and the other one is 11”.  
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The black & white  one is…….UKC 
GR CH Acapella N'Ecola Midnight Lace 

(“Ziva”).  She completed her CH at 7 mos, go-
ing BOB twice over a GR Ch.  

She recently completed her Grand CH. 
 

Her brown & white sister……

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The Importance of Socialization                                                          Copyright Donna K. Lindsey 2009  
 
 

 

Puppies, we all love them, those sweet little bundles of fur that steal our hearts. We agonize over what to 
name them, we obsess about what color collar they will wear, wonder how big they will get, choose each toy 
with loving care.  
 

We all know that they need preventative medical care like vaccines and heartworm preventative. Most of us 
know that to be a good member of the family our furry friend will need some training and to learn basic 
manners. But something that many owners don’t know is how important socialization is for that cuddly ball 
of fur to be the best dog it can be.  
 

Socialization is one of the best things you can do for your new puppy, but what exactly do we mean when we 
say, “socialize your puppy?” Basically socializing means to introduce your puppy to as many new sights, 
sounds, smells and environments as possible before he turns five months old and to make these introductions 
pleasant experiences. From birth until five months in a dog is equal to about birth until 7-8 years in a human. 
This is the time when your dog learns that things in life are okay. It is the best time to teach your puppy that 
sights and sounds are normal and aren’t going to hurt him. Proper socialization makes for a calmer more 
confident companion for years to come. Just as with human children you can’t make up for this important 
time later. This is the period where life long traits are developed. 
 

Hopefully, your puppy was acquired from a reputable breeder that interacted with and socialized the puppy 
from the start. Now that puppy is home with you what can you do to continue his socialization correctly?  
Make sure all new experiences are as positive as possible. Use treats and a happy, yet calm voice when intro-
ducing your puppy to new things. Make sure to watch for signs of stress or fear and back away from a situa-
tion that is too much for your puppy to handle. 
 

Make sure your puppy gets treats as it walks near the dishwasher when its running, treats when it hears the 
vacuum, treats and praise when you are using the hair dryer. Let the puppy see itself in the mirror, open and 
shut doors, drop metal pots and pans, turn up the television when dogs are barking. Let your puppy know 
that the doorbell is a good sound that can mean a new friend and treats and that it doesn’t mean a bad per-
son is coming that they must scare away with their barking.  
 

Enroll your puppy in a Puppy Kindergarten or Puppy Socialization class that uses positive training methods. 
This lets your puppy get used to going out of the house, meeting new people, interacting with other dogs, and 
a variety of sights and noises. It will also help you build a relationship with your puppy and is a great time to 
learn the basic commands. 
 

Let your puppy walk on many different surfaces like concrete, grass, wood, tile, gravel, etc.

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 The Importance of Socialization con’t……….. 
 
Take your puppy to the vet’s office when you are NOT going for shots. Go in just to 
let the staff give your pet treats and petting. This makes vet visits positive experi-
ences. Do the same thing with your groomer. Take the puppy in and just let the staff 
love on him and give him treats and then take him home. Ask the groomer if your 
puppy can come for small visits with you there before they have their first groom 
and have to stay for hours.  
 

Since poodles require a lot of grooming make sure your puppy learns that brushing, 
nails trims, clippers and hair dyers are all good things to look forward to. Use lots of 
treats and very short sessions so they will associate positive thoughts with grooming.   
I even find a favorite toy and save it just for grooming time and play with them while 
they are on the grooming table.  
 

Following is the basic rules to socializing and a list of things to introduce your puppy 
to within those first critical months.  
 

 
 THE BACK UP PLAN  

 
If at any time during Socialization your puppy is frightened – if it is trying to run 
away, has its tail tucked, or is attempting to bite ->  
Do not coddle your puppy. Unknowingly you are praising his uncertainty; he will 
feel as though there is something to be unsure about. This will worsen the situa-
tion  
 
Jolly him up with a silly voice, a treat, or a game.  

If a situation is overwhelming your puppy, back away from the site until the 
puppy is relaxed again  

Start from this new distance to build up your pup's confidence  

Gradually get closer to the stimuli  

Your ultimate goal is for your puppy to be comfortable and confident around the 
stimuli that was previously scary to him
