Training photos July 09 
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Hiking with a POODLE! What could be better? The wonderful out  
doors, mountains, water, peace and quiet, endless trails to explore... I 
did allot of mountaineering before I became a Poodle Mommy 
(pudlmomy) and had/have a great love of hiking and the freedom of the 
wilderness of the high mountains. So it was an easy transition to  
include a couple of Poodles, and a husband, into the activity. 
 
Hannah was our first and she came to us as I was going through  
Chemotherapy. My first wish when I was done was to head out into the 
Sierra Nevada and sleep in a tent and listen to crickets and have NO 
electricity. So three weeks after finishing my treatment, we took off 
with Hannah and went on our first backpack with her. She had a great 
time, ran until she was exhausted, splashed in every little pond and 
creek and generally had the best time imaginable! 
 
She had a small doggie backpack, filled with just about four pounds of stuff.. 10% of her body weight. That is 
what is considered optimum for them to carry. It is very important to make sure the dog's load is evenly  
divided in equal amounts on each side of the pack. Think about it if you had to carry a pack that was  
lopsided and how you would feel at the end of the day, so WEIGH contents and distribute them evenly. 

 
Dog packs are numerous and fitting 
them is crucial. Some are fleece 
lined and some are more adjustable 
for your dog. You cannot just buy a 
pack and hope for the best. You 
need to FIT the pack as you would 
for yourself. We have tried many 
and have settled on Granite Gear. 
These may not be the best for you 
but we went through many and 
have found the comfort and fit 
seems to work well for our Poos. 
Many outdoor gear companies 
make packs for dogs, REI, 
Campmor, Ruff Wear.. Google 
will help in your search! 

 

When we got Tucker about a year later, he was of course in-
cluded on our hikes and backpacking trips. He LIVES for 
the trail. If we just TOUCH his Bear Bell collar (a collar that 
has a loud bell on it to warn bears of our presence and/or 
hunters that we are nearby) or his backpack, he jumps and 
spins and gets SOOO excited! It is a joy to watch them ex-
plore and enjoy the vast spaces. They expend a tremendous 
amount of energy, probably racking up three times the miles 
that you do on the same day as they run ahead and back and 
forth, over and over! 
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Whether backpacking or day hiking, be sure to bring plenty of treats, water, lightweight bowls (plastic or the folding 
dog bowls) and food that they WILL eat. That may sound silly but if you bring food they only sometimes eat, or that 
you think might be good in this instance, or that is light weight but untried be aware. They will be hungry and they will 
need calories, the same as you will, and you need to provide plenty of nutrition for them. So carry food you know they 
like. 
 

We have a Doggie First Aid Kit, that we put together, with things such as Benedryl (for bites and stings), Keflex (if we 
need to treat something with antibiotics (a wound etc), a pain killer, baby aspirin (coated), Mylanta for upset tummies, 
Aloe Gel, different types of tape, Ace bandage, sterile pads, eye ointment and eye wash, alcohol and/or Betadine, 
tweezers, nail clippers, a small brush, cotton balls. I repackage most everything into small plastic bottles, just enough 
for a few days or treatments, you don't want to be carrying a full bottle of Mylanta etc! There are good resources on 
line for ideas for your own Kit or you can buy them ready made through many sites.. This is carried on ALL hikes, day 
or backpacks. 
 

As to the big question: Where should we go? Most im-
portantly, you need to be sure that, whatever area you 
head for, allows dogs! National Parks, State Parks for the 
most part, and many beaches do NOT allow dogs except 
in the very main areas like parking lots. So do check 
ahead. Bureau of Land Management properties, National 
Forests and most local trails allow dogs (as long as they 
do not fall in the above National Park category etc). Most 
require that your dog be on a leash. Once you know what 
your choices are, you need to think in terms of the time of 
year, the weather, especially the heat, water supplies, 
trees for shade, if the terrain is rocky (hard on the Poodle 
feet so carrying good booties is a great idea. We have 
Bark 'n Boots Grip Trex), the altitude of the area and the 
difficulty of the trail itself. Remember, DARK coated 
dogs absorb the heat very quickly so you need to really 
keep this in mind when choosing trails, time of day, the 
season etc.  

 
 

If you are day hiking, plan your hike leaving enough time for rest stops on the 
trail, snack breaks, maybe a swim, and some extra for anything else getting 
lost, taking a nap. Evaluate your dog’s fitness and don't plan a hike that is be-
yond his/her physical abilities. They, like us, need to be IN shape, and so may 
need time to GET into shape! On an "out and back" hike (one trail which you 
are going to hike OUT so far, then turn around and come back the same way) 
be aware of how you and your dog are feeling. You may have decided we are 
going to the lake, or the falls, or someplace wonderful, but if you, or your dog, 
are starting to feel tired, remember you are only HALFWAY back to your car. 
Never take the attitude that it is "only" an-

other mile, or three, to the lake. You still have to turn around and make it all the 
back to where you started. The same applies to a "loop" or circular trails. You just 
have to think about it a little differently. The point is simple: don't over estimate 
your abilities, or your dog's abilities and endurance level. 
 

When you get home, check your dog over thoroughly for ticks, burrs, foxtails, pitch 
etc. Always take a camera to capture the joy in your Poodle's face as he/she enjoys 
the great new sights and smells on the trail!

Living in a desert of Arizona as we do it's a big deal when we get to see and play in water other then the pool. 
Usually every summer we have at least one big storm, lots of thunder and lighting and rain wonderful rain. 
The next day our normally dry river bed is full of water.  So all the dogs, hubby and I go charging down to 
play in the water...You can see how deep the water is and how fast it is moving... The dogs love it.  Notice 
the Basenji which is mine also in the group. When we are not playing in the running water, we are in the 
pool. Here is one of the poodles, with my hubby and his parrot. Who would have thought that being in a pool 
was something a bird should do?  They usually do not swim….. ya know :) 
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Pet Safety for Traveling in the Car 
 

1. Preparation: Don't wait for the last minute! When you put it all together at the last minute that creates more 
anxiety and tension for your dog as well as you! When you are prepared your dog will have a more normal  

      experience. If you planning to make hotel reservations there many pet-friendly hotels to choose from.  

2.   Car Safety: Items to consider having depending on your pet's size and ability to ride in the car staying safe for 
both them, passengers and you: Pet Carriers, Car Barriers, Car Seats, Car Seat Belts. If you need to order any 
item on line, make sure you do it in plenty of time. If you are planning on going to a local pet store, again do it 
in plenty of time...for if they don't have it and your pressing the clock, the anxiety is already high and you have-
n't even left for your trip! 

3.   Take a long walk before driving off! A recently exercised dog will be in a more relaxed state during any long 
trip. 

4. If your pet needs extra calming, instead of drugs from your pet's vet, you may want to consider Lavender 
Scent. Any health food store has that and will not make him/her disoriented or feel uncertain during the trip. 

5. Make sure your dog has access to water – enough to keep hydrated but not full. Bottled water is perfect. If you 
need feeders there are many to choose from that are effective and very low cost. 

6. Don't forget to bring your dog's food, favorite toy and blanket to keep them happy and balanced.  

7. Make sure your dog has clear and effective identification. Be sure that the identification has your contact infor-
mation while you are still away from home.  

8. Put together a doggy first aid kit for the trip. If you are not sure what that may include it's best to call your vet 
for he or she knows your dog!  

9. Always use a leash and stay with your pet at all times. Dogs are very curious and in new places may try to run 
off and explore. If you have trouble walking your dog any time you may want to consider mastering how to con-
trol your dog. If you need help in this area of controlling your dog in public feel free to email TravelinPaws and 
we can give you additional information. 

10. Never ever leave your dog or any other pet or child in a hot car even if you roll the windows down. A car in the 
sun can reach temperatures of near 200 degrees causing heat stroke and even death to pets & humans left in 
them. 

11. Never leave your dog alone and unattended in his or her carrier. Unfortunately kidnapping of your dog is a very 
real possibility. You may want to consider a GPS system to ensure your pet's safety. 

12. Ensure your dog has the chance to potty every few hours. We have noticed when the owner is calm and re-
laxed throughout the trip (and that includes the preparation!) the dog will also maintain a calmness. It is com-
mon in unfamiliar places like this your dog's regular potty schedule will be interrupted and you don't want any 
embarrassing issues. If traveling to a theme park check with employees about places setup for your dog to 
potty in. Most will have areas around the park for you to use.  

13. Take a break every hour. This will allow them to not only relieve themselves but keep the circulation on all vital 
organs. Plus, they will learn by smell that they are going to a different environment. It is important for a dog to 
experience the different temperatures, smells, and feelings that come with a new environment. This will help 
make them feel that they are part of the process of moving to a new area. Once the sun goes down, you can 
go eight hours non-stop! 

14. Once you arrive at your hotel, or family/friends home, take your dog for a walk! If you are not sure where to go, 
ask the pet friendly hotel.

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If you are driving to the beach: 

1.   Know the local laws. Not all beaches allow dogs! If they do, make sure you know 
if you have to keep them on a leash at all times or not. 

2.   Sunscreen: it's not just for people. Pups need protection too! Talk with your vet-
erinarian about protective goggles and canine sunblock. 

3.   Protect your dog from fleas. Sand fleas are abundant!  

4.   Get a Condition Check on the weather and ocean tides, undercurrents and Sea 
lice, jellyfish. All of these factors can pose just as much of a threat to dogs as 
they do to humans. Before you let your dog roam, verify with a lifeguard that the 
environment is safe. 

5.   Never let your dog drink the ocean Salt /bay / or lake water! Keep your dog hy-
drated with fresh water. Salt water can make them sick. Please watch for signs 
of dehydration. You may be use to being out in the sun and water, but your dog 
may not. Watch for signs. Sand and heat can make a normal exercise routine 
more strenuous. Trust your instincts. If something doesn't feel right, call your dog 
back to rest in a shady spot. 

6. Watch them at all times, for you don't want them to eat things that wash ashore, 
like dead fish, fishing lines, plant life. 

7. Be prepard to pick up after your dog! Keep the water and beach area clean for 
others. Respect goes both ways and it is noticed. 

8. When you and your dog are done for the day give him/her a bath with fresh wa-
ter. Find out if the beach has an area to do exactly that before going back to the 
car or hotel. If not, find out from the hotel where the best place is. The chemicals 
and sea water can be harmful to your dogs coat and general well being. 

These pet safety tips will help you and your best friend in having a safer, happy and bal-
anced trip. Just remember to stay calm and positive with your dog and everyone will 
benefit. Stay safe and have an awesome trip!
