But in training their dogs, Allan, Fern, Charley and Ann learn more than they taught, 
about discipline and fun. And after a few big surprises at the New Orleans Dog Show, the children and Aunt Lena found the 
answers to all their problems. The answers, of course, were supplied by the poodles - Juliet, Ravel, Lady, Ringo, Jujitsu, and 
the puppies - The Green Poodles who frolic through the pages. 
 

The models for the Green Poodles lived at Poodhall Kennels in Nacogdoches, Texas. Here Charlotte Baker learned firsthand 
about puppy care, grooming show dogs, showing Champions and Obedience Training.

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Ruff Readers….Brings Together Books, Kids and Dogs in West Michigan ����
 

More and more health care facilities have recognized the healing 
touch of a loving dog. It’s not uncommon to find volunteer teams of 
therapy dogs and handlers visiting patients and residents at hospitals 
and nursing homes. But medical facilities aren’t the only places 
where a four-legged friend can have a big impact. An organization 
called West Michigan Therapy Dogs that’s based in Grand Rapids 
has recognized the power of a pooch to help children read. 
 

In 2002, the club partnered with a local library to launch a special 
program called Ruff Readers. The idea was to help children become 
better readers by reading to a  friendly, non-judgmental dog… and 
the concept worked! It eased the fears of kids who were self-conscious about their reading ability by taking 
away peer pressure and the stress of making mistakes. Children in the program gained confidence, and reading 
skills improved. 

Ruff Readers has since become very popular and includes a growing list of libraries and schools in Kent, Ot-
tawa and Allegan counties. Programs vary from one-day special reading events to regular visits from dog and 
handler teams during the school year. Many facilities add to the fun by providing creative bookmarks or certifi-
cates with the dog’s name on it as rewards for each completed session.  
Therapy dogs that participate in Ruff Readers need to be gentle, calm dogs who will lie at the child’s side for a 
15-minute reading session. It’s not uncommon for the dog to put its head in the child’s lap as he or she gives 
loving pats while they read their story. The handler is always nearby and available to help the child if they get 
stuck on a word or answer questions about the dog.   
 

Volunteering with Ruff Readers is very rewarding because you 
know you are nurturing skills that will last a lifetime and spark-
ing new interests in the children. After a little boy read to my 
standard poodle Sully (bred by Gina & Lina Wainiola of Rivers 
Edge/Mozaic Poodles) at my local library, he couldn’t wait to 
check out a book on poodles so he could tell his dad all about 
the dog he had read to that evening. He had never seen a stan-
dard before and was excited to share pictures in the book with 
his family.

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Schools around the country have been trying different ways to improve students' 
literacy skills, primarily by encouraging children to read more outside of the class-
room. Some of the most successful programs have been the those that have intro-
duced dogs as reading partners. 

How the Reading to Dogs Programs Work…... 
The program is simple. Participating schools and libraries pair children that need 
help with their reading skills up with literacy assistance dogs (and their trainers), 
for some one-on-one fun. The situation is usually very relaxed, with the dog and 
child sitting together on the floor. This encourages physical interaction during the 
session which can help put the child at ease (petting dogs has been proven to lower 
blood pressure and reduce stress). Children benefit from the patience, acceptance 
and comfort of the dog's presence, while getting much needed practice with their 
reading skills in a non-judgmental environment. 

What Children Gain from  Reading to Dogs  
Children get to interact one-on-one with a therapy dog (and trainer) to improve their reading skills. The benefits 
can impact other areas of the classroom as well, including decreased absences and increased completion of 
homework assignments.  
 

In addition, reading to dogs can help children……… 
 

· Gain confidence. Children can sometimes be self-conscious about their reading 
abilities, feeling uncomfortable reading in front of their classmates. By substituting 
their peers with a therapy dog, they are able to read in a completely non-judgmental 
environment, thus helping them to build confidence in their skills.  
· Build self-esteem. Children are sometimes more comfortable having personal in-
teraction with a pet than with their peers. By reading to a therapy dog, children are 
able to overcome shyness and other hurdles that may impact their enjoyment of read-
ing and other social activities.  
· Responsible pet care. Beyond the educational and social benefits of a program like 
this, children who participate also learn about interacting with an animal. For those 
who do not have pets at home, programs like these can teach children about proper 
dog care and behavior. 

How Dogs and Handlers Benefit from these Programs 

These programs are not only beneficial for the students, but they 
also benefit the dogs and handlers.  Handlers and dogs get to in-
teract with the children. The dogs that are used for the program 
are certified therapy dogs and have all gone through some de-
gree of training with their handlers.   
 

MCPCA member Maryann Beauchene  says….. “ I have a won-
derful time working with the kids in my school. The dogs have 
so much to offer.”  Beauchene who works as a library media 
specialist and computer educator at Botelle School in Norfolk 
CT, volunteers every Thursday from 8:30 - 12:00 at the school 
with her two therapy dogs Remy and Buddy.

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Cooking for your Poodle…..Fun Treats to Make at Home 
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Poodle Pasta  

3 1/2 cups whole wheat flour 
8 ounces beef liver 
3 whole egg 
1 tablespoon olive oil 
8 tablespoons butter -- optional  

Puree beef liver in blender until smooth. Add eggs and blend for about a minute. Put flour in a large mixing bowl and make a well 
in the center of the flour. Pour liver and egg mixture into well along with olive oil. Mix well until thoroughly combined. Turn 
dough out on floured board and knead well for at least 5 minutes or until smooth and shiny. Wrap dough in plastic wrap and let 
dough rest in refrigerator for at least 1 hour, no longer than 2 days. When ready to make pasta, divide dough into 8 equal portions, 
approximately 4 oz. each. Form into desired pasta shapes with hands or use pasta machine. Cook in rapidly boiling water until al 
dente. For thin noodles, approximately 10 minutes, for thicker noodles a few minutes longer.  

Drain noodles and toss with 1 tablespoon butter per serving, if desired.  

Instead of butter, try tossing noodles with 1 tablespoon olive oil, canola oil or other oil high in omega-3 and omega-6 fatty acids.

Poodle Jello  

3 envelopes unflavored gelatin  
1 can (14 ounce) chicken broth 

Put one cup of the chicken broth into a saucepan and heat to a boil. Put the rest of the broth into a bowl and add the gelatin. Do not 
mix. When the contents of the saucepan have boiled, add hot broth to the bowl and stir until the gelatin is completely dissolved. 
Pour into an 8 X 8 inch pan and chill in refrigerator until firm. When ready to serve, cut the gelatin into squares (or use cookie cut-
ters to cut into fun shapes). If necessary, dip the bottom of the pan into warm water to loosen. Remove the squares/shapes and serve 
to your surprised dog. Store in the refrigerator in an airtight container.

Poodle Polenta Recipe  

Pinch of salt 
1/2 cup cornmeal 
1/2 cup milk 
Pinch of ground black pepper 
1 cup grated Parmesan cheese 

Boil some water in the bottom of a double boiler. In the top part of the double boiler, directly over the heat, boil 2 cups of water 
with the salt. Add in the cornmeal very slowly and gently, stirring constantly with a wooden spoon. Take the pan off the heat and 
put it over the boiling water. Add in the milk and pepper and cook covered over the boiling water for 30 minutes. Occasionally stir. 
Stir the cup of cheese in and remove it from the heat. Wet a flat dish with some cold water and spread the cornmeal mixture on the 
dish. Let it cool down.  

Preheat oven to 200 C. and grease a baking pan.  

Cut the polenta into 3 centimeter squares and put them on the baking pan. Sprinkle some cheese over the polenta and bake until the 
cheese has melted and lightly browned. This should take about 10 minutes.  Makes about 10 polenta squares

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Can My Poodle Be A Therapy Dog? 
 

It’s no secret dogs are therapy for the soul.  Dogs have helped numerous sick peo-
ple get better, and have helped children overcome reading and learning problems.  
Dogs also just brighten the day.  Therapy work takes a lot of commitment and 
hard work, but can be very rewarding for you and your poodle. 
 

The first step in therapy work is evaluating the intended dog.  The basic charac-
teristics the dog must posses to be a therapy dog are as followed: 

�     Healthy 
�     Good, sound temperament 
�     Confident 
�     Outgoing 
�     Well socialized 
�     Very people oriented 
�     Predictable 
�     Not aggressive towards anything/anybody 
�     Handles stress well 

 

Dogs normally have to be one year old to be certified as a therapy dog with one 
of the therapy dog organizations.  This gives the dog time to mature and learn the 
ropes to performing the job successfully.  Dogs must go through a basic obedi-
ence class and the handler must be in total control at all times.  Also, the dog and 
handler must work as a team.   
 

Some training facilities offer a class designed specifically for therapy dogs.  
However, if this option is not available, it is a good idea to complete an additional 
obedience class or even complete an AKC Canine Good Citizen obedience class.  
The test required to become a therapy dog is a modified version of the AKC CGC 
and includes test items such as maneuvering around medical equipment. 
 

Each therapy organization has its own requirements in regards to training, testing, 
etc.  It’s best to evaluate each of them before joining to determine which best fits 
your needs.
