It’s that time of year when many of us are on the road with our poodles.  Often when 
we climb into the car to set off on a trip the first thing we do is buckle our seat belt.  In 
fact many of us do this out of habit since it is the law in most states.  At times like this, 
do you give thought to where your poodle is in your car? 
 

An energetic poodle/pet moving around in a car 
can not only distract the driver, it can also cause 
an accident. In a collision even the smallest dog 
can become a missile, potentially flying into the 
car windshield, passengers and the driver.  Unre-
strained pets can interfere with vehicle operations, 
can be thrown about the car and/or ejected from a 
vehicle during a crash. Protective pets who are 
loose in a vehicle can also prevent rescue opera-
tions of their owners who might be injured as the 
result of a crash.   If pets become frightened and 
loose because of a car accident they can bolt into 
traffic, get hit or cause other traffic hazards.   
 

Just as children are safest in the rear seat, your 
poodle should be there as well, secured in a crate, 
carrier or pet safety harness. 
 
It’s also a good idea to keep a pet safety kit in 
your vehicle. Pets who are passengers in cars in-
volved in auto accidents usually end up in shelters 
when their owners are hospitalized. Often rescue 
personnel have no idea who else to call.  Kits can 
include emergency identification for your pet, ani-
mal’s name, vet or other contacts who could be 
responsible in case of emergency. 
 
Whatever type of pet restraint you choose to use 
in your vehicle be assured that it can make a dif-
ference. Giving thought to this issue can save not 
only your pet but can also be the choice that could 
help save your life. Remember unrestrained pets 
in cars can not only cause accidents, they can also 
hamper rescue efforts.
