I got my first poodle, an apricot miniature nanfetskey in April, 1987 ..... shortly af-

In 1997, | rescued a toy
apricot who was about 10 years old, with blindreess heart problems. He was a mess
from neglect and abuse, matted, full of fleas, sorehis back (which the vet who ex-
amined him said the sores looked like he had beateh with a belt) and very skinny.
You could clearly see his ribs. The vet also thidis to scars on his face that possibly

his blindness was caused by a firecracker beirgyiiin his face. After months of reha-

bilitation, good nutritional, medical treatment dots of TLC,Kizzy became an active
part of our family. He and Friskey got along wénd in 2000 when my mom moved in
with me, due to her declining health,) with herl@lahua, Mickey. In 2001 Friskey
developed Canine Cognitive Disorder (much like &lipher’'s for dogs) and had to be
put down as he was becoming exceedingly aggretsai of us and having constant
seizures even with medication.

This trim is probably the most asked for trim framy clients and can be modified to suit the owneet care require-
ments still maintain some style. | often use a ssrapomb to cut in body coat and sides of legsifgagnough hair to
create elegance in the side profile. This is thetrfrequently seen trim in the competition ringd @ also a legal trim
for those who show in UKC conformation. For thisce | will be doing the trim as you would for aogming compe-
tition.

pdf of particular interest "the angle of the scaputerf the vertical should approach 45 degrees” fpalet at 30 de-
grees from horizontal" "That of a very active gateiligent smart and elegant-looking dog ,squabeljt well propor-
tioned and carrying himself proudly"

Of course you need to start with a properly batedi
blow dried coat. You need a well prepared canvas to
produce your best work and a couple good pair of
curved shears will help you create the lovely carve
that give this trim its elegance

| find a lot of people are confused about
where to do the clipper work on the
face. The easy way to get good propor-
tions is to measure the dogs muzzle and
clip down the neck that length. Make it
more of a V shape instead of a U.

| generally start the trim by cutting in 3 key a&ea........

1. The neck/shoulder layback -1 use a #7 or #&tdps out a triangular shaped area with the plo@ing just under the
ear and the bottom being where you want the shotddeppear ! | can make a dog with a steep shookllike he has
a beautiful layback by trimming the way | wantatappear

2. Topline-using long straight shears | set thditedrom the tailset to just behind the shouldiedes.

3. Back of rear legs-using a #4 or #5 | clip thekbaf the thigh from the pin bone to the bend &f litg leaving hair
below this point to blend and create/accentuatelatign.

From these 3 points | build and sculpt the trime3dnact as guidelines -sort of connect the dgufwill.

For the shoulder/neck area | scissor on the angbmt the shoulder to appear
be at blending out onto the ribcage area. Underibtage should in most cas
be trimmed quite close in a slight curve from elbto tuckup .Don't take the
tuckup all the way back to where the rear leg joiesbody but rather bring it
forward to give a shorter appearance to the bdyw work on the pelvic angl
blending out horizontally from the tight area abdve tail set .Blend the sides
of the thighs with the shorter trimming on therrefthe thighs you did earlier
keeping in mind that the thighs should appear-flatknees sticking out!

The fullness on the lower part of the leg shoukhbl off and sweep out from
the widest part of the thigh muscle when viewednfilmehind. While you are
there set the 30 degree angle at the tailset/p&wighe hock use your curves to
create/exaggerate the angulation .1t is not meabdynch of hair but a meeting
of elegant curves. There is a slight outward atgtie back of the hock from
foot to point of hock.

At the front of the rear leg there shoul
be a upright area from foot to the ben
of leg (not tight to the leg mind you)
then a sweep of curve following and
aggerating the front shape of the leg ef
meeting/incorporating into the line you
set on the underchest.

The front leg should have a slight indent at thimfpehere the front leg meets
the forechest -this combined with a curve of ce#tdn the chest will further
create the should angulation .The rear of the fiemtan be left a little fuller b
be careful not to make the dog appear dumpy byrgaeo much hair. Always
keep the elbow area flat and neat .

On the side of the neck where the area that wdptedu
short earlier and the long coat on the neck meetm
with scissors pointing almost straight up. Bleniohio the
shoulder .With a long pair of curves stand todige of the
dog and scissor the angle from the back of theldkeos up
into the back of the head. This is one of the haadeas to
get right -too much hair makes the dog look likinabacke
and too little give the appearance of a short nétkperi-
ment.

Tails -in most cases you wont be working with axmtail as | have on this dog (he is my breedimg) ledon’t
dock) Start by trimming the end of the tail (Trihe end approximately at the same level as thefttipe head)
Then you comb the hair down where the clippered areets the hair -trim anything that hangs dowm thee
clipped area. There should now be a defined spetvecken the hair on the rump and the hair of tHetan. Now
fluff out the whole tail -you should have someththat soft of looks like a rounded diamond -trhre tpointed
sticky outies around the middle of the tail ponfidion a pleasant oval.

Now you are ready to go over everything - blendl eafine what you have done. Stand back and enjoy !

Treats - Halloween treats are for people, not pets. Clade isn’t
the only thing toxic to them. Products with theegtener, Xylitol,
are poisonous, causing rapid low blood sugar asedl failure.
Other things with candy wrappers/plastic and loligsticks can
cause intestinal damage. Keep all human treaty &rovan pets.

Jack O Lanterns— Keep candles and Jack O Lanterns out of
reach of pets. Wagging tails and zoomies canyelasdck them
over, causing burns or a fire.

Halloween Visitors— Continual doorbell ringing can sometimes
be stressful. When you do answer the door, maleyawur pet
doesn’t make a mad dash to the outdoors. Alsogquets, even
normally friendly ones, may feel threatened byrgjeas in cos-
tume. It's usually best to keep your pets in &gand safe place.

Pet Costumes- Some pets don’t enjoy being dressed up in cos-
tumes. If you do decide to dress you pet up, niaare the pet
unsupervised. Also, make sure the costume doedeitere with
the pet’s ability to see, hear, move, breathe dt.ba
