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Come Parti with us and have a good time! 
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   This month’s “Member Spotlight” takes us to Dayton, Tennessee 
in the Southeastern area of the United  States.  An area most famous 
for the 1925 Scopes trial.  US history relates how John Scopes was 
put on trial here for teaching Darwin’s Theory of Evolution and how 
he was eventually convicted of a crime.  This part of Tennessee is 
also rich in Civil War history with many historic battlefields and 
cemeteries.  The town of Dayton itself is also right in the middle of 
the “Trail of Tears” where the Cherokee Indians were gathered up 
before being moved West.  The Cherokee Reclamation area is now a 
historic park.  Visitors to this site say you can almost feel the  terri-
ble sadness of the Indians who waited there to be taken from their 
beloved homes.   

It is here in southeastern Tennessee 
that we meet Claudia Pendlay, MCPCA Vice President and 

owner of “Parti Time” poodles. 
 
Claudia relates her experience living in Dayton, TN in a way that 
makes the reader long to join her on a day of fishing, “This is 
absolutely the most beautiful place I have ever been. The place is 
beyond gorgeous.   

 
The Tennessee River flows through a series of dams that 
cuts the river into 3 lakes. It is a fisherman’s/woman’s 
paradise with over 200 miles of lakeshore and a LOT of 
good fishing.  She moved here in 1998 from California, 
after her husband’s death.  Pendlay had lived previously in 
California for the first 50 years of her life and still has one 
daughter and 2 grown granddaughters residing in  
California. 
 

Claudia has spent a life rich with dog related activities.  
She wrote, “My interest in purebred dogs began with the purchase of two Great Dane puppies 
in 1973, which eventually led to the show ring and whelping box. I showed Great Danes from 
1973 - 1980. Looking  for a show lead and collar for my brindle male Dane led me to a friend-
ship and mentor, who later taught me to groom and so began my love of poodles.  During a pe-
riod of time between 1975 - 1990 I also showed Dairy Goats.  After my Great Danes were gone 
(old age) my late husband decided to get a Bluetick Coonhound and we got involved with 
UKC, showing and participating in UKC Coonhound events. I showed Coonhounds from 
1980 -1995.   During  16+ years I bred a number of show champions and finished 6 champions 
of my own. I also became a show judge.  My husband and I spent a lot of time hunting with our 
hounds.  After his death in 1996 I could no longer keep my hounds and they were all placed 
(with many tears) with hunting friends.”   
 
Pendlay has owned poodles for about 25 years.  However as a retired groomer, she had been 
working with poodles for about 34 years.  Claudia joked, “Retired, yeah right, only retired from 
grooming for the public.”  She reminisced how she came to be associated with poodles through 
her grooming business, “In the beginning I didn’t care for small dogs, but in time they grew on 
me and before you knew it I had two toys and a mini poodle who lived with me their entire life.  
I also had a Whippet and a Mini Schnauzer during this time.  During the 80’s I bred a few litters 
of pet quality Poodles.”   
 

It was during her time as a groomer that Pendlay fell in love with Multi-Colored Poodles.  She 
explained, “I fell head over heels in love with a black and red phantom bitch that came in regu-
larly. She was a really nice, nice bitch.  I have never forgotten her.  I did not see another Phan-
tom until after I moved to TN many years later.”

  It was this memory of a Multi-colored poodle that became a driving force that would give 
birth to the research which went into creating “Parti Time” poodles/kennel. 
 
Claudia explained her decision to obtain a Multi-Colored poodle in this way.  “I lost my hus-
band in 1996 and after 2 years I moved to Tennessee.  I began a new relationship and life.  At 
that time I still had a Rat Terrier bitch who had kept me going through my husband’s illness 
and death. 
   
   I started grooming again and after a while I felt I needed another coated dog. After all this 
time I had never forgotten that pretty phantom and decided I wanted one.  So began my search 
on the internet and I discovered Partis along with many dear friends.  I made the decision to 

purchase a little black and white parti bitch from Cheryl McCune that we named Phoebe.  After a couple years I decided that I 
wanted a male to go along with her.  My research led me to decide on a boy from Karen Sisco.  And I ended up with a white boy also 
who came with him.  The white boy turned out to be the full litter brother to Karen Sisco’s AKC CH bitch, Chattie, who has went on 
to be #2 toy poodle in the country. My first time in the show ring with a poodle was last fall at the UPBA Specialty in Hickory, 
North Carolina. “Cuda”(the white boy) co-owned with Karen Sisco began his UKC show career in September of last year.  UKC CH 
Sisco’s Yes It’s A Hemi” finished quickly in October with three group 2nd’s and one group 1st.  While he is from toy breeding, he is 
over 11” tall and shown as a Mini. 
 
As an owner presently of 2 solid Minis and 2 Multi-colored Minis, Pendlay has a lot to keep her 
busy.  Yet she still makes time to enjoy time fishing with Cliff (her significant other), NAS-
CAR, NHRA Drag Racing and doing some decorative painting on glass.  If that is not enough 
Claudia recently was appointed 2008 MCPCA Vice President.  She explained  her reasons for  
joining MCPCA when she wrote,  “I wanted to do my part to support those dedicated breeders 
who worked so hard to get the Multi-Colored poodles back into the show ring.  My goal is to 
produce quality Multi-Colored Toy and Mini Poodles.  I would like to see the quality of the 
Toys and Minis (Multi-Colored) become as good as it is in the Standards.  I would like to breed 
a Multi-Colored Mini who could stand toe to toe with the best of the Solids.” 
 
“Parti Time” Poodles has bred one litter and hopes to breed again. Claudia concluded by writing, “Time will tell if that will happen.”  
As an owner/breeder dedicated to poodles she voiced her concern about the way the economy is and the impact this has on finding 
suitable stable homes for puppies of any breed.   In the meantime Pendlay will continue to reap the rewards of poodle ownership. 
When asked what  she enjoys most about her poodles, Claudia said….“Their silly clownish personalities.  Their love of life and all it 
brings.  Their devotion to their human families.  Just their enjoyment of going wherever their people go and participating in whatever 
their people want to do.” 
 

Poodelicious 
POODLE CUPCAKES  
Fluffy, mini-marshmallow-covered cupcakes are doggone delicious.  
Love the ears?  
They're made from marshmallow peanuts. 
 

1 box cake mix (18.25 oz.) any flavor 
2 cans (12 oz. each) whipped vanilla frosting 
Pink icing color 
24 pink marshmallow peanuts 
Mini pink marshmallows 
1 tube brown decorating icing 
Red Hot candies 
 

1. Prepare cake mix according to directions for 16 standard cupcakes 
 and 16 mini cupcakes, using paper liners. Bake mini cupcakes 15 to 20 minutes and stan-
dard cupcakes for 25 to 28 minutes. Let cool completely. 
 
2. Combine cans of frosting and tint pink. Frost all cupcakes. Cut 16 of the marshmallow 
peanuts in half lengthwise. Cut remaining 8 marshmallow peanuts in half crosswise, and 
shape into cones for noses. Place one cone shape close to edge of each mini cupcake. Ar-
range lengthwise marshmallow halves on either side of the mini cupcakes for ears. Cut mini 
marshmallows in half and arrange around peanut marshmallows. Pipe two eyes, using tubed 
icing; attach Red Hot at tip of each nose, using pink frosting. Place mini cupcakes on their 
sides on top of larger cupcakes. Fill in puppy bodies with cut mini marshmallows.

Bow Making for Beginners  
Supplies:  
Hot Glue Gun with Glue Sticks  
Crochet Hook (with small hook)  
Popsicle Sticks  
Ruler  
Grooming Bands  
Ribbon (Size & Print of your choice)  
Pony Beads, Small Buttons (anything you choose)  
Steps  

 1. Using your ruler, measure out 8" of ribbon (you can make any length you choose)  
 2. Cut the ribbon at an angle on both ends.  
 3. Cross your ribbon and make the tails the same length.  
 4. Pinch the center and draw the center of the round part to the center.  
 5. While holding the center, place a grooming band in the center.  
 6. With the crochet hook, place the hook in the rubber band at the top of the bow.  
 7. Run the crochet hook behind the bow, and hook the other end of the grooming band by pulling the grooming band 

from the front.  
 8. Pull the slack out of the grooming band, and pull the band through to make a loop  
 9. Slide the popsicle stick in the loop  
10. Fluff the bow and tighten the band.  
11. Put a drop of hot glue on the back of the bead and secure the bead to the center of the bow on top of the rubber 

band.

P R AC T I C A L  POOD L E  POS T S C R I P T  

The ear has 3 major parts: 
• outer ear  
• middle ear  
• inner ear  
The outer ear  consists of the ear flap (also called the pinna) which can be up-
right (a prick ear) or floppy. The ear flap funnels sound into the ear canal. 
Unlike humans that have a very short ear canal, dogs have a long narrow ear 
canal that makes almost a 90 degree bend as it travels to the deeper parts of 
the ear. 
The outer ear cannel is separated from the middle ear by a thin membrane 
called the eardrum or tympanic membrane. The ear drum is very fragile and 
can be damaged by ear disease or during ear cleaning. The middle ear con-
sists of 3 small bones, an air filled cavity called the bulla and a thin tube (the 
eustachian tube) leading from the bulla to the back of the mouth. 
The inner ear connects to the brain and contains nerves and centers for bal-
ance and hearing. The following picture shows a diagram of the right ear as it 
appears if you are looking at the dog's head from the front. A CT scan of the 
head is pictured on the right. 
Dogs have many more ear problems than cats. Dogs with heavy floppy ears 
have the most problems with ear infections. Some breeds have lots of hair in 
and around the ear canal which causes them to develop ear infections. Dogs 
that spend lots of time in the water also are prone to developing ear infections.  
Dogs with skin allergies may have ear problems as part of the allergy. 
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
