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In this month’s “Member Spotlight” we take a 
leap across the Big Pond and land in the South-
west of England at the Old Manor, Kingston Sey-
mour, Clevedon, Somerset.  It is in this lovely 
rural village that we visit international MCPCA 
member, Sara Bingham.  Sara and husband John 
share a large home set in two acres of grounds 
with Sara’s mom and of course the Poodles.  
Their home was built in 1850, after the original 
Manor house (which dated back to the 10th Cen-
tury) burned down. The home’s kitchen houses 
one of the original fireplaces from the Manor.  
Married for 25 years to husband John, Sara confided it was a question of love me and my dog.  
At that time Bingham owned an apricot standard poodle named Toby.  
 
Fast forward to our present day, Sara now calls herself a “Fulltime Poodle Playmate,” devoting 
a large amount of her time and attention to making sure her current poodles are happy and 
healthy. Bingham explained in detail how her devotion to poodles got its start in this way…. 
“For 35 years I have been loved and owned by Standard Poodles.  I grew up with Bassett 
hounds as a child.  However my dear friend, Roma, who lived nearby, had standard poodles.  
They were descended from “PANDORA,” who was the mascot for the Mechanized Transport 
Corps in the Middle East during the 2nd  World War, of which Roma’s mother, Penny was a 
Captain.  Penny brought PANDORA home with her when the war finished.” (Their adventures 
together have been published in a book regarding that time.)   Concerning this line of poodles 
Sara went on to explain….“I was lucky enough to be able to have a boy from the last generation 
to be bred from this line.”  (He was the apricot boy, Toby 
mentioned at the beginning of this article.)….”Toby lived  
until he was 14.   
After Toby came Louis, a beautiful black male standard 
poodle. I love all my dogs but every now and again you get 
that extra special one.  That was Louis.  We shared so 
much together.  We were soul mates.  Unfortunately Louis 
had fits later in life.  He was with me for 14 years.  It still 
brings tears to my eyes remembering the love that he gave 
me.  I was so lucky to have shared his life.  

 
At present I have 2 black standard poodle males, 
Hugo and Oliver, who were bred by fellow interna-
tional MCPCA member, Michelle Crawford.  Hugo 
and Oliver are 8 years old, full litter brothers and have 
grown up having identical experiences.  However they 
are soooo different.  Oliver lives to please and Hugo 
lives to please himself!  Hugo is such a clown and has 
us all well trained to meet his every whim…LOL.  
Everybody adores him. Yet Oliver is so special and so 
caring and very sensitive to people’s moods. If any-
body visits and they are not well or are unhappy, it is 

Oliver who will go and comfort them.  He is a very wise poodle.” 
 
Sara’s Kennel name is “Tisane.”  It means infusion….she explained that they had wanted the 
name “Revival”….since she is involved with re-introducing the Standard Parti Poodle to the 
UK, but the Kennel Club would not allow it.  Bingham wrote about her newest poodle family 
member…”Three years ago my mother and I, along with Michelle Crawford, decided we would

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like to see Parti poodles back in the UK.  So we, along with Michelle, who also loves the parti 
poodle, started doing our homework. As the dogs are our pets, we decided I would have the 
males, as I prefer and already had males.  Michelle would have the females.  I am so lucky that 
Sue Abeln sent us “U.K. TRAILBLAZER” (Blaze).  He is a Black and White Parti.  Blaze is 
the only Parti male standard in the UK at present.  He is bringing such joy to all our lives.”   
 
Sara has been involved in a wide variety of activities throughout her life. She is a Horse Soci-
ety Dressage Judge and has competed and trained people for Eventing. She is also a Pony Club 
B & A Test Examiner and has a great love of horses being involved with them from the age of 
4.  However, at the age of 50, Sara explained that basically she had come to a crossroads.  She 
began giving serious thought to what she wanted to do with the rest of her life. Her choices led to 
becoming involved in actively promoting poodles positively. Her decision also specifically re-
volved around reintroducing the Standard Parti Poodle back into the UK in a responsible manner.    
 
It is her devotion to poodles that Sara hopes to extend to others and bring to MCPCA membership. It is also her goal to uphold 
the ideals of MCPCA on an international level.  Bingham wrote that she hopes to meet and learn from like minded people who 
love the Multi Colored Poodle through association with MCPCA.  She relates how in the past couple of years the dreams of ex-
hibiting and breeding quality Multi Colored Poodles are becoming more of a reality….. “Up to this point in time I have never 
been involved in breeding and my only time I had ventured into the ring has been at the UKC Premier. Michelle and I visited Pre-
mier 2007 last year.  At that time, Sara Gessner allowed me the privilege of showing her beautiful Joker.  
 
This year at the 2008 UKC Premier, Gloria Ogdahl gave me the great honor of taking the stunning Levi into the ring.  I had a 
fabulous time.

At present Sara enjoys doing agility with her Blaze. She wrote, “I am also learning various new training methods. My goal in the 
near future is to breed a poodle of top quality that just happens to be multi colored.  The Standard Parti Poodle died out in the UK 
during the 1960’s.  Ann Coppage of Vulcan Kennels, (one of the last kennels to have bred parti poodles here in the UK) has been 
a great help in my quest.  Ann is very pleased with “Blaze” and says he is a…. “Worthy Representative of the Parti Poodle.”  
Blaze has been health tested and hopefully he will be a dad this year!  Also he will be joined by another standard parti male in the 
not too distant future.  I hope!!!!”  
 
Sara is one of the founding members of “The Parti Poodle Club” in England of which Ann Coppage is Patron. She also is at pre-
sent the Chairman of the club. She wrote concerning her involvement… 
“ I spend much of my time helping and hopefully fulfilling peoples requests for information regarding multi colored poodles.  As 
a club we are trying to promote parti poodles in a positive light.   We are also trying to promote responsible ownership and breed-
ing for quality parti poodles, not just for color.  We have drawn up a fairly strict “Code of Ethics.”   
 
Sara is well on her way to achieving her goal of concentrating on the welfare of poodles.  But she also wants to enjoy the fun of 
poodles. Hence her life/hobbies are centered around her love of poodles.  Sara relates what she enjoys most about the 
breed…”Well it would be easier to say what I don’t like about poodles.  NOTHING!!! I love the poodle traits and the personality 
of each dog. They are all so different.  Poodles are so versatile and adaptable and such fun. I am hoping to be able to share my 
life with poodles for many years to come.”

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Since its approval by the U.S. Food and Drug Administration in January 2007, Slentrol, the weight loss drug 
for dogs, has been available.  As the country dons its red, white and blue to celebrate Independence Day, 
nothing says patriotism like a good old-fashioned barbecue with a side of fireworks. But what’s fun for peo-
ple can often be a downright drag for our furry friends. The ASPCA offers some advice to help you keep 
your pets singing, “Oh Say Can You See,” all the way to the Fifth.  
 
- Keep your pets on the wagon…….. Alcohol is potentially poisonous to pets, so place your wine, beer and 
spirits out of their reach.  
 
- Avoid scraps from the grill…….. Any change in your pet’s diet can result in stomach upset. Plus, certain 
foods like onions, avocado, grapes and raisins can be toxic.  
 
- Bugs biting……. Avoid lathering your pet with any insect repellent or sunscreen not intended for the four-
legged kind.  
 
- Don’t let Spot start the fire…….. Keep your pet away from matches and lighter fluid, which, if ingested, can 
be extremely irritating to the stomach, lungs and central nervous system.  
 
As the sun sets on the Fourth, remember that fireworks are not a dog’s best friend. Dr. Pamela Reid, Vice 
President, ASPCA Animal Behavior Center, recommends that you keep your dog at home, instead of taking 
him to your neighborhood display. “He’ll be much happier at home listening to classical music,” says Dr. 
Reid. “Also, be sure to keep him inside, instead of in the backyard, since even the most timid dog can leap a 
six-foot fence if he’s scared enough.”  
 
If your dog suddenly shows signs of distress from outside noise, “relocate to the basement or another quiet 
part of the house,” suggests Dr. Reid. “Or try giving him a Kong toy stuffed with peanut butter. The persis-
tent licking should calm his nerves.”  
 
If you anticipate that your pet will be scared on the Fourth, talk to your vet. He may prescribe a mild seda-
tive, which should be administered one hour before the festivities begin.

P R AC T I C A L  POOD L E  POS T S C R I P T  
 

Taking Treats Gently 
 

It can be so frustrating... you want to reinforce your puppy’s good behavior with a little 
treat, yet the little bugger about rips your fingers open with those needle sharp puppy 
teeth of his! What to do? 
 

Until you can teach him to take his treats gently, simply toss any that he earns on the 
floor for him to get. You can also spread peanut butter or soft cheese on a metal spoon 
and give him a lick of that for a treat (use metal rather than wooden so he is uncomfort-
able if he bites the spoon). Now you need to teach him that snapping at your fingers no 
longer works to get him a treat! From now on he will need to accept that goody gently... 
or not get it at all. 
 

1. Set aside the time to actually teach gentle treat-taking. If you try to teach it in con-
junction with reinforcing another behavior, you will confuse your puppy. 
 

2. Okay, now realize that up until now, snatching that treat out of your hand probably 
worked really well for your puppy. You likely started holding it at the very tips of your 
fingers (trying to keep them out of harm’s way), which meant that it was released very 
quickly if he snapped at all. So you have to make that behavior STOP WORKING for 
him. 
 

3. Take a tasty treat and have it in the palm of your hand, then make a soft fist with 
that hand. Offer that hand to your puppy, and grin & bear it at first if he bites at your 
hand (perhaps wear gloves). But, be sure to NOT open your hand while that is going 
on! Simply wait him out. When he stops touching you with his teeth, and perhaps nib-
bles or licks instead, tell him “Gentle” and slowly open your hand to reveal the treat & 
let him have it. 
 

4. Continue, keeping the treats hidden in your hand. That way if he does bite at your 
hand, you will be able to resist dropping the treat. Remember... we don’t want that be-
havior to work any more! Instead, we want your puppy to learn that gentle nibbling and/
or licking is what works now to release that treat! 
 

5. If you continue to say “Gentle” or “Easy” while working on this, he will begin to asso-
ciate that word with the behavior. Then you can start to expect that gentle treat-taking 
whenever he earns one. If he slips up and starts to get rough, say “Ah ah!” and pull 
your hand away. Then offer the treat again, reminding him to be “Gentle”.
